The I.M.P.A.C.T. Project amplifies traditional “on cdupasketball instruction with “off court”
activities such as field trips, college tours, mational speakers and community service
projects. Participation in the Star Sports [.M.E.T. Project is driven by academic and/or
behavioral goals. Students in this program will be agargicipants in establishing their
personal goals in these areas and in turn they will lniedoeountable for their progress. If a
student is not working appropriately to achievedabesed upon results, training time will be
spent in study hall or in service to the community.

Costs

The I.M.P.A.C.T. Project will be offered at no cparto participants. Funding will come from
private and/or public sources. Participants will be sasible for providing their own spending
money, although strong efforts are made by StartSpeanagement to minimize the need for
extra money during activities.

Enroliment

Parents or guardians must complete an enrollmentcagipin, parents and students must agree to
abide by the code of conduct, and parents must sign a pamis participate clause. This

clause states that according to the parent’s knowledge of the student’s health history, the student
should have no problem participating in mid-levepact physical activities.
